MINUTES
CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING
NOVEMBER 4, 2013
5:00 P.M.

CALL TO ORDER: Mayor W. James Grogan called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL: Present were Mayor James Grogan, Councilmember Mike Sosebee, Councilmember
Jason Power, Councilmember Angie Smith, Councilmember Chris Gaines, City Attorney Dana
Mile, City Clerk Bonnie Warne, Public Works Director Gary Barr, Roads: Trampas Hansard and
Nalita Copeland.

INVOCATION AND PLEDGE: Invocation and pledge was led by Jason Power.

AGENDA: Motion by Chris Gaines to amend the agenda to include 12A. Etowah Water Meeting
Discussion, and 12B. GA Power Agreement on Power Poles and switch order to hear #14 before
#13. Motion to approve the amended agenda by: C. Gaines/J. Power. Vote unanimous in favor.

MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING: Motion to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held
October 7, 2013: J. Power/A. Smith. Motion carried unanimously.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Administrative Order - Retention Pond: Attorney Miles updated on the administrative order given by
city employee Trampas Hansard to the owner, Mr. Ridley, to repair the detention pond in Howser
Mill by Nov. 15", To date the repair has not been done. Options on next step if not done are: City
does repair and lien the property with HOA, City does repair at entire expense and lien property,
issue a citation for violation of administrative order and go to city court, or do nothing.

NEW BUSINESS:

Proclamation for Farm-City Week Nov 22-28, 2013 in GA: Tammy Wood read the proclamation for
in the minutes; Mayor Grogan signed the proclamation and presented to Ms. Wood.

Appointment of Planning Commission Member: Mayor Grogan informed Council that there is a
vacancy on the Planning Commission to replace Jimmy Castleberry and asked them to consider
names to nominate for the next meeting.

Appointment for Nurse as member on the Board of Health: Mayor Grogan informed Council that
there is a position on the Board of Health to replace Mary Detwiler and asked them to consider
names to nominate for the next meeting.

Amicalola EMC Franchise Agreement: Attorney Miles stated that a portion of the city customers are
serviced by Amicalola EMC and negotiations for a franchise agreement are being discussed.

NGN Trailways & ABT Projects: Chris Gaines spoke on another alternative for internet access to
offer the citizens and business of the City through North Georgia Network Trailways. NGN is a
fiber optic connected system, one of the fastest in the south. They demonstrated their system at
the Moonshine Festival. Basically there will be no capital outlay from the City; antennas would be
located on the city existing water towers. A formal proposal will be done for the Council.

Resolution STWP: Mayor Grogan read the resolution on the Short-Term Work Program of the
Comprehensive Plan in the minutes. Motion to adopt the resolution by: M. Sosebee/J. Power.
Motion carried unanimously and resolution adopted. (Exhibit “A”)

Streetscape Bid: Mayor Grogan reported that there were seven bids received on RFP 13-1. Pete
Hill, of the Design and Streetscape Committee of the revitalization plan, reviewed the submissions
and suggested #4 Hughes Ray Company Inc. and #5 Premier Landscape. We would like to bring
them in and review and question them on their design to narrow it down to one person, but
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eliminate the other five. Councilmember C. Gaines recused himself due to personal and business
relationships with these entities. J. Power motioned to move forward with #4 Hughes Ray
Company Inc. and #5 Premier Landscape come in and discuss more in-depth the criteria to move
forward; seconded by A. Smith. Motion carried in favor 3-0-1, C. Gaines recused.

Issuance of Stonewall Taps Rebate: Mayor Grogan informed Council of a Real Estate Contract
done in 2007 of a $2000 rebate on the sewer taps purchased to pay toward the purchase of a 3
acre lot by Memory Lane in Stonewall Subdivision. There are 8 sewer taps purchased for a rebate
of $2000 each ($16,000) per the contract. Motion to approve payment by: M. Sosebee/J. Power.
Motion carried unanimously in favor.

Event: Parade and Tree Lighting: Christie Hayes, President of Chamber of Commerce, spoke and
handed out information on the parade Dec. 7". Mayor Grogan spoke on the lighting of the tree
after the parade, Santa photos, entertainment, vendors, and other decorations in the City.

GMA Health Insurance: Mayor Grogan stated that the health insurance cost has increased. Motion
for the City to pay the increase by: M. Sosebee/J. Power. Motioned carried unanimously in favor.

Etowah Water Meeting Discussion: Mayor Grogan updated the Council on the meeting with
Etowah W&S Authority. It is not settled. We are not interested in selling. We need time to review
what they have provided. Our original proposal is to service the citizens of the City of Dawsonville.

GA Power Pole Agreement: Attorney Miles spoke on the license agreements from GA power to
allow the City to place banners, holiday decorations, and potential wireless on their poles. C.
Gaines motioned to authorize the Mayor to execute the agreements after review by the attorney.
A. Smith seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously in favor.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

ANX 13-006: Hi-5 Consulting LLC, Nancy Twyman, has requested a 60% annexation method into
the city limits of Dawsonville for the 2 tracts consisting of 5.8 acres: Tract 1 being 5.017 acre parcel
at TMP 091-038, aka 22 Thayer Ridge Dr. / 2917 HWY 9 N, and tract 2 being .783 acres parcel at
TMP 091-038.001, aka 34 Thayer Ridge Dr. Zoning request for tract one is from CHB to AP and a
zoning for tract 2 to AP.

Motion to open the public hearing was unanimous in favor: C. Gaines/J. Power. There were
approximately 12 people in attendance. Attorney Dana Miles presented the application. Thayer
Spencer and Nancy Twyman spoke in favor. Attorney Miles read into record the letter from D.
McKee opposed to annex and rezone to R1 and requested AP zoning. After discussion, a
unanimous motion to close the public hearing and turn the meeting over to the mayor by: J. Power/
M. Sosebee. Motion to deny ANX 13-006 by: C. Gaines/A. Smith. Vote was unanimous to deny.

ANX 13-003: Hi-5 Consulting LLC, Nancy Twyman, has requested annexation into the city limits of
Dawsonville for the 5.017 acre parcel at 22 Thayer Ridge Dr., TMP 091-038. County zoning: CHB.

ZA-07-13-001: Hi 5 Consulting LLC has requested a Zoning Map Amendment, upon annexation,
for the 5.017 acres at TMP 091 038, located at 22 Thayer Ridge Dr. Current zoning in County is
CHB. Applicant requests to rezone to AP (Annexed Property) upon annexation.

Motion to open the public hearing for ANX 13-003 and ZA-07-13-001 by: C. Gaines/ J. Power, was
unanimous in favor. There were approximately 12 people in attendance. Attorney Dana Miles
presented the applications and reported that the County objected due to the creation of an
unincorporated island and Mr. Tallant and Mr. Miles agree. Nobody spoke in favor or opposition.
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M. Sosebee/J. Power motioned to close the public hearing and the meeting was turned over to the
Mayor. Motion made to deny both applications by: A. Smith/C.Gaines. Motion unanimous to deny.

ZA-03-13-46162: Mark Sosebee Realty LLC has requested to amend and restate the Zoning
Map Amendment for the 1.53 acres at TMP D05 024, located at 742 Hwy 9 North. Current zoning
is R-1. Applicant is amending and restating his request to rezone to HB (Highway Business)
instead of CIR (Restricted Industrial Commercial District).

Attorney Dana Miles presented the application and reported that this request has been approved at
the Planning Commission level with certain conditions. Attorney Miles spoke with Attorney Michele
Battle that the Mayor has been involved in to come up with a proposed revised set of conditions.
Councilmember M. Sosebee has recused himself completely from this matter. Attorney Michele
Battle spoke in favor. Mr. Dawson Whitmire spoke in opposition to additional buildings. The intent
is for this property is for use in compliance with HB as office space. J. Power/ A. Smith motioned
to close the public hearing and the meeting was turned over to the Mayor. Motion made to
approve ZA-03-13-46162 with the 3 conditions in exhibit B and the addition of #4 No additional
buildings may be constructed upon the property by: J. Power/C. Gaines. Vote 2-1-1 in favor A.
Smith opposed and M. Sosebee recused. Exhibit “B”

INTERNET ORDINANCE: AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE CITY OF DAWSONVILLE,
GEORGIA TO ENGAGE IN THE PROVISION OF BROADBAND DATA AND INTERNET SERVICE
THROUGHOUT THE CITY OF DAWSONVILLE, TO PROVIDE FOR ENTERING INTO
AGREEMENTS FOR BROADBAND DATA SERVICE, TO PROVIDE FOR THE ASSESSMENT OF
CHARGES FOR BROADBAND DATA SERVICE, TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE, AND
FOR OTHER PURPOSES

Motion to open the public hearing was unanimous in favor: C. Gaines/A. Smith. There were
approximately 6 people in attendance. Attorney Dana Miles presented this ordinance enables the
City with the ability to have a broadband utility to contract and bill. Nobody spoke in favor or
opposition. Motion to close the public hearing was unanimous in favor: J. Power/ M. Sosebee.
This is the first reading of the ordinance.

Staff Reports: City Clerk Bonnie Warne informed Council that all of the bank accounts are in good
standing through Sep 2013. We received the insurance revenue of $130,816. The revenue and
expenditures are within budget. Gary Barr stated all is going well, only a few minor things.
Trampas Hansard reported that we are working on drawings for the next section of sidewalks on
the west side of Shoal Creek. Gary Barr reported on the training that he attended with Russ
Chambers from GA Rural Water.

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Grogan reported that he received a lot of compliments on how clean the
City was after the festival. This was the largest Moonshine Festival with over 700 cars parked at
the high school, with only 2 traffic complaints. With the revitalization in downtown, GDOT will be
doing the restriping of the round-about at the old courthouse that will have everyone yield as
coming in it, and then will add the turn lane on Hwy 53 going out of town.

ADJOURNMENT: With there being no further business to attend to the regular meeting closed
and adjourned at 6:47 p.m. The motion carried unanimously; J. Power/M. Sosebee.

approved for HB Zoning classification with the following conditions:

. There shall be no tractor-trailers, refrigerated trailers or refrigerated trucks parked on the
property at any time.

. The proposed 8ft. privacy fence as shown in the plan “Gold Creek Dawsonville; Oct. 22,

2013 revision” (hereinafter the “Plan”) shall be along the buffer line (not the property
line) and shallinclude the entire eastern border and the entire southern border. The
privacy fence shall not be erected closer than 5 feet to the public right of way or in
such a manner as to obstruct vision or traffic on a public right of way. The privacy fence
shall be started within 30 days and completed within 90 days of November 5, 2013.

The buffer plantings as shown in the Plan must be completed no later than
December 31, 2014.

No additional buildings may be constructed upon the property.
