In February 2020, the
Dawsonville Civitan Club donated the funds for purchase of a wheelchair swing for Main Street Park,
which improves our commitment to inclusive facilities. The Dawson County Women’s Club have built and
are maintaining pollinator gardens with an educational sign and donated eight benches.

While this document presents some wonderful ideas for sponsorships and potential donors, it is not intended
to be a complete listing of all our needs and opportunities. If there is something that you would like to
contribute or donate to the city, which is not listed within this catalog, please reach out to city personnel so
it can be considered.
